
Other Three Mans Morris





Each play has 3 men. They are placed on the intersections alternately.   If you make a 3 in a row along a straight line (A Morris or a Mill) you can remove one of your opponent’s pieces, which is not in a Morris itself.  Once each player has placed 3 pieces the player will start moving one of their pieces on a line segment from one intersection to an adjacent intersection along a line.   Again if that move forms a morris then a piece can be removed that is not in a morris.  If you can not move a piece or lose a piece you lose the game.
